Applications submitted with 100% of the camp fee paid before May 29th, 2026 (for Camp 1),
June 12th, 2026 (Camp 2), June 26th, 2026 (Camp 3) and July 10th, 2026 (Camp 4)
will be entitled to a 1,000 MYR discount on camp fees.

FOUR-WEEK DISCOUNT:
Students who apply for 4 weeks of camp will be eligible for a 5% discount off their camp fee.
